Trial of Ribbon Cable Handling with Larson Cable Trailer
Dear Mr. Larson,

Thank you for visiting our facility at Research Triangle Park in North Carolina this past July. The demonstration of your cable trailer for handling fiber optic cable was very impressive.

During your demonstration, we observed our 144 fiber, dry ribbon cable using an OTDR, taking traces of the fiber before paying it off the reel, after it was laid in a figure eight on the ground, and once again after it was re-wound onto the reel. We found that all three traces showed no significant variations from each other.
Based on this limited empirical data collected during the demonstration, we did not see anything to indicate that the Larson Cable Trailer would not be suitable for laying Sumitomo Electric Lightwave ribbon cable in a figure eight on the ground.
